22-600 GRANT FUND

A Grant Fund will be set aside each year by the ASBSU Senate. Monies from the Fund shall not be used to fulfill requirements of a club or
organization matching funds account. The Grant Fund shall be allocated at the discretion of the Financial Advisory Board. The full Senate
must be notified of all applications to the Grant Fund and of all decisions regarding Grant Fund prior to the release of any related approved
funds.

22-610 GRANT FUND PURPOSE

The first priority of the Grant Fund shall be to fund newly recognized organizations. The second priority of this Fund shall be to help
provide funding for a club or organization's specific project. The third priority of this Fund shall be to help full-time/full-fee paying Boise
State University students for specific projects that are not related to a club or organization. Also, the project shall be of significant benefit
to the students of Boise State University, the image of the University, and the project shall reach the largest group of students possible.
Monies from the Grant Funds may not be used for a project that was in the club or organization's matching funds budget.

22-620 GRANT FUNDING PROCEDURE

Any full time / full fee paying Boise State student during the academic year or any club or organization wishing to apply for grant fund
monies shall submit an application form to FAB, including, but not limited to, an itemized budget for the event a detailed explanation of the
project, who it will affect, what the purpose is, and whether alternate funding has been attempted. The Chair shall report the decision of the
Financial Advisory Board to the full Senate. The Financial Technician shall act on the decision of the FAB only after presentation of
written authorization. Written authorization must contain the signature of the FAB Chair and the signature of the Senate Pro Tem verifying
that Senate was informed of the decision, prior to enactment. During times in which the ASBSU Senate is in session, the Senate Pro Tem
shall notify the Senate during regular Senate session. During times in which the ASBSU Senate is in recess, the Senate Pro Tem must notify
each Senator by telephone or through ASBSU email.

22-407 FUNDING EXCEPTIONS
ASBSU shall not provide funding for:
o Illegal or unethical activities (as defined by, but not limited to, Title V)
Tobacco
Fire arms and weapons
The purchase of Boise State parking permits for ASBSU personnel for employment and personal use
Alcoholic beverages
Any activity or event that has the primary purpose of satisfying the class requirements, projects, or assignments of any
individual of the club or organization. This shall not serve to prevent a club or organization from receiving ASBSU
funds, which make possible the club's or organization's participation in intercollegiate competitions, tours, and other
activities that promote academic programs at Boise State University.
Scholarships to be distributed to individual members of any club or organization
Equipment that is to be used outside of the club or organization by individual members for their own personal use
Salaries of any permanent position within clubs and organizations except with direct ASBSU Senate approval.
Off campus telephone charges and personal, phone related, charges.
Educational expenses related to classroom or instructional expenses, or books.
Cash awards, or cash gifts to any individual or institution outside the Boise State organization; alternate awards will
be considered on the case-by-case basis by the ASBSU Senate.
